(Benchmark	songs).		By	the	end	of	January,	your	child	should	be	able	to	play	Claire	
de	Lune	(p.	15	line	32)	and	Twinkle,	Twinkle,	Little	Star	(p.	32	line	45),	This	Old	Man	
(p.	34	line	52),	and	Ode	to	Joy	(p.	34	line	54)	with	his/her	book.
